Harmony day held every year on 21 March, the
Day aims to engage people to participate in
their community, respect cultural and religious
diversity and foster sense of belonging for
everyone. As a part of the harmony day
celebration children were shown a video
presentation on how there are numerous types
of Indian New Year's days celebrated in various
regions at various times of the year.

Chandamama Monthly Magazine for Children

Chandamama was a classic Indian monthly magazine for children,
famous for its illustrations. The first edition of Chandamama was
released in July, 1947. The founder editor of the magazine was B.Nagi
Reddy who later became a leading film producer in South India.
Chakrapani, a friend of Nagi Reddy, was the force behind magazine,
and his vision, perception and understanding of the target readership
brought name and fame to the magazine. With the acquisition by a
technology company, Chandamama has announced that it will digitize
and make available much of its content via digital libraries and on the
web. In addition, Chandamama Multimedia CDs have also been

published.

The main features of Indian Mythology was completely written by Kutumbarao, who also
developed the magazine by encouraging young writers in Telugu and adapted them to suit the
Telugu written style that he made so popular in Andhra and the Telugu speaking people for
decades. Some of the stories and the folklore features were written by Dasari Subrahmanyam,
who made serials like Patala Durgam, etc., also very popular. Itis no longer published now.

Telugu Literature

The various forms of literature found in Telugu are:

Prabandham: Stories in verse form with a tight metrical structure and they have three forms mentioned
below.

Prakhyatam: Famous story.

Utpadyam: Purely fictional story.

Mishramam: Mixed story.
Champu: Mixture of prose and poetry.

Kavyam: Poem which usually begin with a short prayer called a Prarthana, containing initial auspicious
letter "Shri" which invokes the blessings of the god. The occasion and circumstances under which the
work is undertaken is next stated.

Padya kavyam: Metrical poetry.

Gadya kavyam: prose poetry.

Khanda kavyam: Short poems
Kavita: Poetry

Satakam (anthology): Shatakam is a literary piece of art. The name derives from Shata, which means a
hundred in Sanskrit. Shatakam comprises a hundred poems. Hence, a Shatakam is a volume (book) of
hundred poems. Shatakams are usually devotional, philosophical or convey morals.

DaSaka (anthology): Dasakam or Dashakam comprises ten poems.

Avadhanam: Avadhanam involves the partial improvisation of poems using specific themes, metres,
forms, or words.

Navala: Navala is a written, fictional, prose narrative normally longer than a short story.
Katha: Style of religious storytelling.

Natakam: Drama.

Bloomz is a free app designed to help
teachers and parents share information and
photos through real-time communication and
coordination. Designed for iOS, Android, and
web browsers, Bloomz is accessible from
every type of platform.

Bloomz's messaging system makes it easy to
reach out to a single parent, a group of
parents, other teachers in your school, or
anyone else you would like to within the
system.

In
short, any type of communication that could
be necessary between parents and teachers,
is possible through Bloomz.

Two favourite features with Bloomz are the
alert and the volunteer features. With the
alert, teachers can post an important
announcement and not only will parents
receive a push notification from the app, but
they will also receive an email update as
well. With the volunteer feature, teachers
can send out a request to parents for
supplies or people to help with any upcoming
activity.
